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CU Universal Signage Standard

Background

Some CU buildings have their own signage standard (i.e. Hamilton, IAB, Jerome Greene). Many do
not.

For CU buildings without a comprehensive standard, this universal standard should be used on a
project-by-project basis to move all buildings toward a consistent approach and image. The CU
Universal Signage Standard consists of:

* Directories

*  Wayfinding

* Suite ID’s

* Room and workstation ID’s

Restroom signage has been previously standardized campus-wide to meet ADA, family and gender
neutrality needs.

This standard promotes building-wide consistency of image and simplifies the project-by-project
need for designing new signage, and can be implemented on a project-by-project basis. The
flexibility of this standard will result in long term cost savings in the form of changeability of
signage.
